Wide World of Robots(2013 FFIE T B 4)

Engineers who build and program robots have faseinating jobs. These researchers
tinker (& %#b) with machines in the lab and write computer software to control these
devices. “They’re the best toys out there,” says Howie'Choset at Carnegie Mellon U-
niversity in Pittsburgh. Chosetis a roboticist, a person who designs, builds or pro-
grams robots.

When Choset was a kid, ‘he was interested in anything that moved-cars, trains,
animals. He put motors'on Tinkertoy cars to make them move. Later, in high school,
he built mobile robots similar to small cars.

Hoping to continue working on robots, he studied computer science in college.
But when he got to graduate school at the California Institute of Technology in Pasa-
dena, Choset’s labmates were working on something even cooler than remotely con-
trolled cars: robotic snakes. Some robots can move only forward, backward, left and
right. But snakes can twist(#L i) in many directions and.travel over a lot of different
types of terrain(#if2). “Snakes are far more interesting than the cars,” Choset con-
cluded.

After he started working at Carnegie Mellon, Choset and his colleagues there be-
gan developing their own snake robots. Choset’s team programmed robots to perform
the same movements as real snakes, such as sliding and inching forward. The robots
also moved in ways that snakes usually don’t, such as rolling. Choset’s snake robots
could crawl(Jl€47) through the grass, swim in a pond and even climb a flagpole.

But Choset wondered if his snakes might be useful for medicine as well. For some

heart surgeries, the doctor has to open a patient’s chest, cutting through the breast-
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bone. Recovering from these surgeries can be very painful. What if the doctor could
perform the operation by instead making a small hole in the body and sending in-a thin
robotic snake?

Choset teamed up with Marco Zenati, a heart surgeon now at Harvard Medical
School, to investigate the idea. Zenati practiced using the robot on a plastic model of
the chest and then tested the robot in pigs.

A company called Medrobotics in Boston is now adapting the technology for sur-
geries on people.

Even after 15 years of working with his team’s creations, “I still don’t get bored
of watching the motion of my robots,” Choset says.

Who Built Giza’s Pyramids( £ F)? (2012 £E8% C%)

1. For centuries, the pyramids of Giza have been timeless symbols of Egyptian
culture. But who actually built them? For years, we did not know for sure. But ar-
cheologists (3% iy 22 & ) recently discovered an ancient village near the pyramids. Close
by, there was also a cemetery(ZEHS) where pyramid builders were buried. From stud-
ying these places, archeologists can now confirm that the pyramids were not built by
slaves or foreigners.” Ordinary Egyptians built them.

2. Tt took about eighty years to build the pyramids. According to archeologists,
about 20,000-+30,000 people were involved in completing the task. The workers had
different roles. Some dug up the rock, some moved it, and some shaped it into
blocks. People also worked on different teams, each with its own name. On a wall in
Khufu’s Great Pyramid, for example, a group of workers wrote “Friends of Khufu”.

Teams often competed to do a job faster.

Small But Wise(2012 £ T ¥ A 4)

On December 14, NASA blasted a small but mighty telescope into space. The

telescope is called WISE and is about as wide around as a trashcan. Don’t let its small
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size fool you; WISE has a powerful digital camera, and it will be taking pictures of
some the wildest objects in the known universe, including asteroids, faint starss blaz-
ing galaxies and giant clouds of dust where planets and stars are born.

“I’m very excited because we’re going to be seeing parts of the universe that we
haven’t seen before, ” said Ned Wright, a scientist who directs the WISE project.

Since arriving in space, the WISE telescope has _béen cireling the Earth, held by
gravity in a polar orbit(this means it crosses close to-the north and south poles with
each lap). Its camera is pointed outward, away from theEarth, and WISE will snap a
picture of a different part of the sky every 11 minutes. After six months it will have
taken pictures across the entire sky.

The pictures taken by WISE won’t be like everyday digital photographs, howev-
er. WISE stands for “Wide-field Infrared Survey Explorer”. As its name suggests,
the WISE camera takes pictures of features that give off infrared radiation.

Radiation is energy that travels as a wave. Visible light, including the familiar
spectrum of light that becomes visible in a rainbow, is an example of radiation.” When
an ordinary digital camera takes a picture of a tree, for example, it receives the waves
of visible light that are reflected off the tree. When'these waves enter the camera
through the lens, they’re processed by the camera, which then puts the image togeth-
er.

Waves of infrared radiation are longer than waves of visible light, so ordinary
digital cameras don’t see thems and neither do the eyes of human beings. Although
invisible to the eyes longer infrared radiation can be detected as warmth by the skin.

That’s-.a key idea to-why WISE will be able to see things other telescopes can’t.
Not everything in the universe shows up in visible light. Asteroids, for example, are
giant rocks that float through space-but they absorb most of the light that reaches
them. They don’t reflect light, so they’re difficult to see. Butthey do-give off infra-
red radiation, so an infrared telescope like WISE will be able to produce images of
them. During its mission WISE will take pictures«of hundreds of thousands of aster-
oids.

Brown dwarfs are another kind of deep-space object that will show up in WISE’s
pictures. These objects are “failed” stars-which means they are not massive enough to
jump start the same kind of reactions that power stars such as the sun. Instead,
brown dwarfs simply shrink and cool down. They’re so dim that they’re almost im-
possible to see-with visible light, but in the infrared spectrum they glow.
